Limit
one (1) bin per household.

2. Recycle ONLY these types of items in your recycling bin:

& Junk Mail ¢ Cardboard
& Newspapers & Glass —clear,
& Magazines green, brown
& Office Paper & All plastics #1
& Chip Board through #7
(food & cereal & Aluminum
boxes - flattened) & Metal cans

3. Mondays are trash and recycling pick-up days
Set your recycling bin out on your curb with your trash container
by 7:00 a.m. on Monday to ensure pick-up by the waste hauler.

Holidays: Pick-up will be moved to Tuesday if New Year's Day,
Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, or Christmas Day
fall on Monday.

4. DON'T recycle these items: K

Motor Qil Paint Vinyl Siding
Detergent Boxes Clothes Hangers Wood

Computers Aerosol Cans Window Glass
Drinking Glasses Light Bulbs Metal Cookware
