Fee & Payments 
Registration requires payment in full one week prior to the 

start of the session.   

1st Child: $109.00 (+field trips) 

2nd Child: $104.00 (+field trips) 

3rd Child: $99.99 (+field trips)

ceive a 10% discount.  (Parents are responsible for tax-

deductible paperwork.) 

Emergency Forms 
Parents will receive a welcome packet after regis-

tration.  This packet contains all the emergency 

forms required for participation in camp activities. 

All forms must be returned prior to the first day of 

camp.  Weekly permission slips will be distributed 

for field trips.   

Cancellation Policy 
A cancellation processed by Friday prior to your week 

of camp will be issued a refund, less a 

$20administrative fee. After this time, refunds will be 

given for medical reason only (with note from doctor). 

All requests must be in writing to Shane McAvinew, 

Assistant Director. Refunds will not be given after the 

week is started or if the camper is sent home for 

misconduct.
