Last week the Mayor stated that he had the opportunity to travel to Ontario Canada with several
other mayors to learn about their economic development. The Mayor noted that before anyone
asked, the funds for the trip were not from the City. The Mayor, who is currently the President
of the Mayor’s Association of Summit, Stark and Portage Counties, along with eleven other local
mayors traveled to nine different cities meeting with the mayors of those cities along with
educational and economical leaders in the area to discuss methods of economic development.
The Mayor gave a history of past trips the Mayor’s Association has taken to other countries but
the trip to Canada made a lot of sense as Canada is key to the economic infrastructure of this area
with trades on both sides of goods and products. Ohio exports over 8 billion dollars of goods to
Canada each year and imports over 12 billion dollars of goods annually. It is very interesting to
learn how they use the economic development with local area, including Barberton. It is
interesting to learn how many small manufacturing shops in Barberton manufacture a small part
that gets shipped over to Canada or another state or another part of the world and how it fits into
building an automobile or airplane. We keep working on improving these relationships. The
next phase will be bringing a contingency from Canada to Northeast Ohio and taking them
around to show what we have to offer.

October is Manufacturing Month. We always do a lot with the schools and the State of Ohio
during Manufacturing Month. We will be bringing in the Director of Development for the State
of Ohio. She will be speaking to the Mayor’s Association in the morning and then talk with
businesses here in town, we are currently setting that up. Lastly, she will be touring the Compact
Programs at the schools.
