A RESOLUTION OF THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BARBERTON TO HONOR
AND GIVE PUBLIC RECOGNITION TO MACI DEVENPORT FOR HER MANY

WHEREAS, off the dirt track, Maci has remained dedicated to her academics, earning
consecutive straight A’s in honors classes. She is in Student Council, National Jr. Honor Society, she
participates in volleyball, cheerleading and ski club. Maci is a student office assistant, tutors 5™ grade
students during flex time, and volunteers for the Summit County Humane Society and many other
non-profit local organizations. Her principal and teachers describe Maci and their feelings for this
amazing young lady: She will always be one of my favorite students; She is always willing to help
classmates and teachers; She is truly a pleasure to have in class; She brightened each day she was in my
class. Her teachers go on to say: Maci is kind, polite, caring, hard-working, extremely bright,
conscientious, big hearted, creative, trustworthy, and the list goes on. Her parents, Rick and Lisa
