ORDINANCE NO.  138-2018
TITLE:  GENERAL LIGHTING


AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING A GENERAL LIGHTING UTILITY FOR THE ENTIRE CITY OF BARBERTON, OHIO. 


WHEREAS, Sections 4 and 5 of Article XVIII of the Ohio Constitution authorizes a municipality to acquire, construct, own, lease and operate a utility for the purpose of supplying a product or service to the municipality or its inhabitants, and to contract with others for any such product or service;

WHEREAS, the Council of the City of Barberton, Ohio has determined that it would advance the public health, safety, and welfare of the City of Barberton to establish a general lighting utility in order to provide the inhabitants of the City with an essential public service relating to supplying adequate street lighting and traffic signals throughout the entire City;


WHEREAS, the Council desires to establish a general lighting utility for the purpose of paying the costs of constructing, operating, maintaining, and repairing all of the existing and future street lights and traffic signals throughout the City of Barberton; 


WHEREAS, sufficient public lighting is a benefit to all citizens and property owners in the City and promotes the general health, safety and welfare and improves the quality of life of the citizens of Barberton because it provides increased visibility and safety for all property owners, pedestrians, and motor vehicles, as well as acting as a deterrent to criminal activity.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Barberton, State of Ohio:


SECTION 1.  That the Council hereby establishes a General Lighting Utility for the entire City of Barberton, Ohio, for the purpose of providing the inhabitants of the City of Barberton with an essential public service relating to supplying adequate street lighting and traffic signals throughout the entire City;


SECTION 2:  The Council hereby authorizes the Mayor and the Director of Public Service to collect a general lighting utility fee of $3.00 from each utility customer within the City of Barberton that pays a stormwater utility fee in connection with their real property.  The general lighting utility fees shall be used by the City of Barberton to pay the cost of constructing, operating, maintaining, and repairing all of the existing and future street lights and traffic signals throughout the City.  Such fees may be changed from time to time by ordinance.

SECTION 3.  That it is hereby found and determined that all formal actions of this Council concerning and relating to the passage of this ordinance were taken in an open meeting of this Council and that all deliberations of this Council and of any of its committees that resulted in such formal action were meetings open to the public in compliance with the law.


SECTION 4.  That this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect within thirty days of its adoption by Council and approval by the Mayor.
