AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 10-2018, “REFUSE AND RECYCLABLE COLLECTION AND DISPOSAL PROGRAM,” CHAPTER 1060.08 “RESIDENTIAL PAYMENT FEES” TO REDUCE THE MONTHLY RESIDENTIAL RATE FROM JANUARY 1, 2019 THRU APRIL 30, 2020, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY. 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Barberton, State of Ohio:


SECTION 1.  That 1060.08, “Residential Payment Fees,” of Ordinance No. 10-2018, “Refuse and Recyclable Collection and Disposal Program” shall be amended by showing the following additions in bold print and deletions with strikethrough.

1060.08     RESIDENTIAL PAYMENT FEES.

Residents of the City will be charged as provided in the Rate Schedule (a).  Residents participating in the “Barberton Residential Services Relief Program” are eligible for a reduced fee per the Rate Schedule (a).  The fees provided by the Rate Schedule (a) shall be included in monthly utility bills received by customers.
