TITLE:  AMENDING CHAPTER 1130 
               BARBERTON DEVELOPMENT CODE 

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 1130 “ALLOWABLE USES” GROUP 12C: SPECIAL CONVENIENCE RETAIL USES AND GROUP 16C: SPECIAL HIGHWAY COMMERCIAL USES OF THE BARBERTON DEVELOPMENT CODE.  
WHEREAS, the Barberton Planning Commission held two public work sessions on December 19, 2018 and January 16, 2019 and is requesting that City Council amend Chapter 1130 “Allowable Uses”; and

WHEREAS, a public hearing was held in Council Chambers on February 25, 2019, regarding the text amendments to Section 1130 of the Barberton Development Code. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Barberton, State of Ohio:

CHAPTER 1130 - ALLOWABLE USES

Group 12C:  Special Convenience Retail Uses
Special Convenience Retail Uses are very frequently-patronized retail and personal service uses that may be compatible in highly dispersed locations closest to residential areas under appropriate conditions.
