AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 1140 “ACCESSORY – USES AND YARDS” TABLE 1140D:  PROHIBITED YARD OBSTRUCTIONS ON SINGLE- AND TWO- FAMILY LOTS OF THE BARBERTON DEVELOPMENT CODE.
