RESOLUTION NO. 40-2019
TITLE:  PURPLE HEART COMMUNITY
A RESOLUTION OF THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BARBERTON DECLARING THE CITY OF BARBERTON AS A PURPLE HEART COMMUNITY.  
WHEREAS, first created by George Washington in 1782 as the Badge of Military Merit, the Purple Heart is the oldest military decoration presently in use; and

WHEREAS, the Purple Heart was the first American service award or decoration made available to the common soldier and specifically awarded to any member of the United State Armed Forces wounded or killed in combat; and

WHEREAS, the residents of the City of Barberton wish to recognize surrounding area residents that have made the ultimate sacrifice by giving their lives in the cause of freedom; and

WHEREAS, chartered by an act of Congress, the mission of the Military Order of the Purple Heart is to foster an environment of good will among the combat wounded veteran members and their families, promote patriotism, support legislative initiatives and most importantly, make sure their sacrifices are never forgotten; and

WHEREAS, the City of Barberton acknowledges and appreciates the sacrifices of our Purple Heart recipients and pledges its strong support to the Military Order of the Purple Heart and for those who put their lives at risk in service to their country and their fellow citizens.  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Barberton, State of Ohio:


SECTION 1.  That the Council of the City of Barberton hereby proclaims the City of Barberton as a Purple Heart Community.  

SECTION 2.  That it is hereby found and determined that all formal actions of this Council concerning and relating to the passage of this resolution were taken in an open meeting of this Council and that all deliberations of this Council and any of its committees that resulted in such formal action were meetings open to the public in compliance with the law.


SECTION 3.  That this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the earliest period allowed by law.
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
