TITLE:  COMMENDATION – JOHN COMINSKY

A RESOLUTION OF THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BARBERTON TO HONOR AND GIVE PUBLIC RECOGNITION TO JOHN COMINSKY FOR HIS ACCOMPLISHMENT OF BEING DRAFTED INTO THE NATIONAL FOOTBALL LEAGUE AND INTO THE ATLANTA FALCONS ORGANIZATION.    

WHEREAS, John, the son of Steve and Beth was born and raised in Barberton and is a 2014 graduate of Barberton High School; and 


WHEREAS, by John’s side has been Brittany Brown who became Brittany Cominsky on December 28, 2018; and  

WHEREAS, John graduated from the University of Charleston with a Double Major in Biology and Chemistry with an impressive grade point average of 3.9; and


WHEREAS, John was the recipient of many prestigious awards including 2-year Captain, Division II All-American, Division II Academic All-American and MEC Defensive Player of the Year; and

WHEREAS, on April 27, 2019 the Atlanta Falcons chose John as a 4th round, 135th  pick of the NFL Draft; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Barberton, State of Ohio:
