TITLE:  COMMENDATION – KENNETH CHEATHAM
A RESOLUTION OF THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BARBERTON TO HONOR AND GIVE PUBLIC RECOGNITION TO KENNETH CHEATHAM FOR 20 YEARS AS THE SCHOOL RESOURCE OFFICER.    
WHEREAS, Officer Kenneth Cheatham was selected by Chief Kallai in 1999 to be the first School Resource Officer (SRO) for the Barberton Police Department and Barberton High School and was the second SRO in Summit County; and

WHEREAS, Kenny took the then pioneering new concept of school resource officer and made it an integral part of school life in the Barberton City Schools; and

WHEREAS, because of Kenny’s dedication, commitment and care, the Barberton City Schools and Barberton Police Department’s collaborative efforts and relationship towards educating and raising successful and productive young adults has never been stronger; and

WHEREAS, Kenny Cheatham poured his heart and soul into doing whatever it took to make his school a better place for everyone.  He served and protected in whatever capacity was needed of him; officer, counselor, protector, advocate, leader, model, co-worker and friend; and

WHEREAS, Officer Cheatham is known and loved as he has raised generations of students in his two decades at Barberton High School and at Barberton Elementary West; and

WHEREAS, Officer Cheatham has set the gold standard for what a successful SRO and district wide SRO program should be and leaves a legacy that will not be forgotten; and

WHEREAS, Officer Cheatham is going back to patrol and preparing for retirement but will always be known as SRO Emeritus; and


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Barberton, State of Ohio:


SECTION 1.  That the Council of the City of Barberton hereby honors and gives public recognition to Kenneth Cheatham for 20 years as the school resource officer.  
SECTION 2.  That it is hereby found and determined that all formal actions of this Council concerning and relating to the passage of this resolution were taken in an open meeting of this Council and that all deliberations of this Council and any of its committees that resulted in such formal action were meetings open to the public in compliance with the law.


SECTION 3.  That this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the earliest period allowed by law.
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
