TITLE:  ENTER INTO CONTRACT
ENTERPRISE FLEET MANAGEMENT 

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO CONTRACT WITH ENTERPRISE FLEET MANAGEMENT FOR THE LEASE OF VEHICLES THROUGH THE REGION VIII EDUCATION SERVICE CENTER OHIO/TIPS PROGRAM, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.
WHEREAS, it is necessary for the City to have safe and reliable transportation, and; 
WHEREAS, by entering into this type of lease, the City will reduce many costs associated with maintenance and fuel keeping the City’s fleet in better condition; and 
WHEREAS, Enterprise Fleet Management will be leasing 22 vehicles in four (4) City departments. Those departments include the water treatment plant, the wastewater treatment plant, distribution, collection, and stormwater; and 
WHEREAS, these vehicles will be introduced into the fleet over several years phasing out the oldest vehicles first; and 
WHEREAS, ORC 9.48 provides that the City may participate in a joint purchasing program operated by a State association of political subdivisions such as Region VIII Education Service Center Ohio Public Agency/TIPS Program, which is exempt from competitive bidding as otherwise required by law; and 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Barberton, State of Ohio:

SECTION 1.  That the Mayor is hereby authorized to enter into contract with Enterprise Fleet Management for the lease of vehicles through the Region VIII Education Service Center Ohio/Tips program,
SECTION 2.  That it is hereby found and determined that all formal actions of this Council concerning and relating to the passage of this ordinance were taken in an open meeting of this Council and that all deliberations of this Council and of any of its committees that resulted in such formal action were meetings open to the public in compliance with the law.
SECTION 3.  That this ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the public peace, health, safety, convenience and welfare of the City of Barberton and the inhabitants thereof, in order to commence with contract execution, and provided it receives the necessary votes required by the City Charter, shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and approval; otherwise to be in full force and effect from and after the earliest period allowed by law.
