ORDINANCE NO. 103- 2024

TITLE:  ENTER INTO CONTRACT
                                   UTILITIES DEPARTMENT 
                     KENMORE CONSTRUCTION (KENMORE) 

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, TO ENTER INTO CONTRACT WITH KENMORE CONSTRUCTION (KENMORE), TO REPLACE WATER MAINS ON WOOSTER ROAD WEST WITH A TOTAL PROJECT COST OF $2,462,159.00, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

WHEREAS, this $2,462,159.00 will be replacing water mains that vary in size on Wooster Road West that provides water service and fire protection to the residents and businesses; and 

	WHEREAS, the new main will be 12” PVC C900 on Wooster Road West and 8” PVC C900 for the side street connections; and 

	WHEREAS, the current project on Wooster Road West is an AMATS-ODOT led project that was obligated in fiscal year 2022 and just started construction this year. This project is a full depth reconstruction project that has been awarded to Kenmore and will be nearing the halfway mark during the first quarter of 2025 and,

NOW,  THEREFORE,  BE  IT  ORDAINED  by  the  Council  of  the  City  of
Barberton, State of Ohio:

SECTION 1.   That Council hereby authorized the Mayor, or his designee, to enter into contract with Kenmore Construction, in the amount of Two Million Four Hundred Sixty-Two Thousand One Hundred Fifty-Nine Dollars and No Cents ($2,462,159.00) to replace water mains on Wooster Road West.

SECTION 2.  That it is hereby found and determined that all formal actions of this Council concerning and relating to the passage of this ordinance were taken in an open meeting of this Council and that all deliberations of this Council and of any of its committees that resulted in such formal action were meetings open to the public in compliance with the law.

SECTION 3.  That this ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the public peace, health, safety, convenience and welfare of the City of Barberton and the inhabitants thereof, in order to give the City proper time for implementation, and provided it receives the necessary votes required by the City Charter, shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and approval; otherwise to be in full force and effect from and after the earliest period allowed by law.
