RESOLUTION NO. 88-2024

TITLE:  SUPPORTING THE NAMING OF THE CHRYSANTHEMUM 

A RESOLUTION SUPPORTING THE NAMING OF THE CHRYSANTHEMUM AS THE CO-FLOWER OF THE STATE OF OHIO, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

WHEREAS, the Chrysanthemum (Mum) symbolizes friendship, happiness, and well-being; and

WHEREAS, the Chrysanthemum (Mum) has been a staple in the Barberton community for almost 100 years, first grown in town by the Yoder Brothers; and

WHEREAS, the Mum Festival is the largest community festival in Barberton for over 20 years; and 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of
Barberton, State of Ohio:

SECTION 1.  That the Council of the City of Barberton hereby supports the naming of the Chrysanthemum as the co-flower of the State of Ohio.

SECTION 2.   That it is hereby found and determined that all formal actions of this Council concerning and relating to the passage of this resolution were taken in an open meeting of this Council and that all deliberations of this Council and any of its committees that resulted in such formal action were meetings open to the public in compliance with the law.

SECTION 3.  That this ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the public peace, health, safety, convenience and welfare of the City of Barberton and the inhabitants thereof,  for  the  reason  that  the City can forward support to the state for consideration, and provided it receives the necessary votes required by the City Charter, shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and approval; otherwise to be in full force and effect from and after the earliest period allowed by law.
