ORDINANCE NO. 99-2024
TITLE:  PROSECUTORIAL ADMINISTRATIVE AGREEMENT
CITY OF NORTON
AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO A THREE-YEAR AGREEMENT WITH THE CITY OF NORTON, WHEREBY THE LAW DEPARTMENT WILL PROVIDE PROSECUTORIAL SERVICES TO THE CITY OF NORTON, COMMENCING JANUARY 1, 2025 AND ENDING DECEMBER 31, 2027, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Barberton, State of Ohio:

SECTION 1.  That the Mayor is hereby authorized to enter into a three-year agreement with the City of Norton, whereby the Law Department will provide prosecutorial administrative services to the City of Norton, commencing January 1, 2025 and ending December 31, 2027, for the following fees:

2025     $5,000.00
2026     $5,000.00
2027     $5,000.00

SECTION 2.  That the Council of the City of Barberton hereby authorizes and directs the Mayor to execute an Agreement on behalf of the City, together with such revisions and additions as are approved by the Mayor or Director of Law, as being consistent with the objectives of this ordinance.  The Mayor and other City officials are authorized to execute such other documents and do all other things, as are necessary for and incidental to carrying out the requirements of this ordinance and the terms of the Agreement.
SECTION 3.  That it is hereby found and determined that all formal actions of this Council concerning and relating to the passage of this ordinance were taken in an open meeting of this Council and that all deliberations of this Council and of any of its committees that resulted in such formal action were meetings open to the public in compliance with the law.
SECTION 4.  This ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the public peace, health, safety and welfare, and for the reason that it concerns the efficient operation of the City because of the necessity and desirability of executing this agreement as soon as possible, and provided it receives the necessary votes required by the City Charter, and it shall, therefore, be in full force and effect immediately upon its passage and approval by the Mayor.
