MISCELLANEOUS AND UNFINISHED BUSINESS

President Greer went through the final changes for the City Charter and called for a “Roll Call” type vote for each change.  President Greer stated that he would read the change and entertain a motion for each.  There were 30 recommended changes voted on and sent to the Law Department for the final draft.   
COMMUNICATION FROM THE BODY

No Comments were made. 
COMMUNICATION FROM THE MAYOR

The Mayor began by reminding everyone that Change for Change will be on Friday, June 27th at the Ignite Brewery benefiting Magics Ready to Learn.  The Mayor also stated that he was happy to see legislation passing through Council in regards to trash receptacles.  This will benefit the City and is long overdue.   
The Mayor stated that he heard back from First Energy regarding the power outage that hit the east side of the city last week.  3200 residents were affected.  This outage was caused by a tree limb that fell crossing al three (3) phases of power lines on Eastern Road.  The limb was too big for their trouble-shooters and they had to call a crew to cut the limb off of the lines.  The Mayor reminded everyone that no matter the size or length of the power-outage it should be reported to be tracked.  If anyone observes any lines, limbs or obstructions with the power lines it should immediately be reported to the police department to be assessed and traffic re-routed for the safety of the citizens.  No matter the issue, trash collection, fiber installation, power outages, stormwater, a citizen should always call the Mayor’s office so the data can be tracked and remedied.  

Ms. Gearhart asked if the trees which are close to the power lines are the responsibility of the power company or the home owner.  The Mayor stated that if the tree is interfering with the power lines, they are noted by inspectors from the power company and a tree trimming company will be contacted to trim limbs back.  Ms. Gearhart further asked if for issues such as trash being not picked up, power outages and such if there was a way to report these issues via out website.  The Mayor stated that through the ticketing system on the website to use the “other” option and complete a work ticket from there but that will notify the Mayor’s office anyway.  
Mrs. Thompson asked if there were other issues that didn’t quite fit the ticketing system such as she had an issue the other day with Omni Fiber.  Mrs. Thompson asked if the Mayor wanted to be copied on any emails such as this.  He responded that he did indeed want to be copied.  

Mr. Heitic asked about the numerous power outages that have occurred on the east and south sides of town, if there was any way to ask First Energy if they can check the lines.  The Mayor stated that First Energy is aware and that the city is in communication with them regarding these issues.  The Mayor further stated that with the posts on social media and the comments that have been made, it is important for citizens to be aware that the City does not own or maintain any transmission lines, power lines, cable lines, street lights or WIFI cables.  Any issues with this should be directed to the supplier.  

Mr. Easterling added that there is a number you can text and the supplier will text a reply when they believe the service will be restored and update any issues.  

Mr. Heitic stated to everyone watching or listening to the meeting to remember that when the power is out, every traffic light intersection becomes a four-way stop.  Mr. Harris added that it is indeed a law and that citations can be issued for failing to stop.  

With nothing further, it was moved by Mr. Heitic and seconded by Mrs. Thompson to adjourn.  All Members present voted “Aye”.
